Resource Sharing to General Synod/Te Hinota Whanui 2010

Whereas:

1. General Synod/Te Hinota Whanui 2008 passed Motion 23 supporting a review
of Partnership and Resource Sharing, and this has achieved little in the 2 years
since.

And whereas:

2. a. The Anglican Church in Aotearoa, New Zealand and Polynesia is One
Church sharing a common mission of proclamation, nurture,
transformation, service and protection of creation, organising its affairs
within each of the Tikanga.

b. Since 1978 Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa has worked tirelessly to grow the
Kingdom amongst Maori, our primary mission field, focused around the
Minita-a-Iwi (non-stipendiary, community-based) model of ministry,
including creative efforts in theological education, youth ministry and
community outreach.

C. Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa is the largest denomination among Maori: in
the 2006 census 72807 respondents claimed to be both Maori and
Anglican.

d. The Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa ministry is among the poorest and most

marginalised communities in Aotearoa/New Zealand, communities that
struggle to support that mission.

Therefore:
3. a.

Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa has grown from around 40 licensed lay and
ordained ministers in 1980 to 382 in 2007. However in 2008 only 7
people were employed full or part time solely to minister in a ministry
unit in Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa, 5 of them in 1 Hui Amorangi. In
contrast The Diocese of Dunedin (by far the smallest Diocese in Tikanga
Pakeha) had 13. As a consequence of the harvest being great and the
labourers too few, Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa struggles to uphold its
mission and ministry.

The Pihopatanga set up 5 Episcopal units in Aotearoa which were without
administrative support and staffing further to this it was under capitalised
but it needed a home to develop it's mission. Voluntary service had to
be a primary source for ministry, and administration to further our vision
to have an effective ministry in the communities that we serve.

A great number of both clerics and Kaikarakia have died in active service
along with retirements and ill health over the past 30 years and we have
been unable to recruit sufficient candidates for lay and minita-a-iwi
ministries due to family economics and employment opportunities that
are not obtainable in the church. This has created a major loss of
Christian service to the community. We need young candidates to come
forward for full time stipendiary ministry so that we can build up our
human resources that would service our communities. The current
situation cannot be sustained as we urgently need assistance to fund
stipendiary positions throughout Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa.

We believe this is the responsibility of the entire Church to address.

Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa asks that the Dioceses of New Zealand
reorganise their own resources and affairs and enter into a partnership in
mission with Te Pihopatanga o Aotearoa that will address this shortage of
stipendiary ministry at ground level.

This ministry will come under the mana motuhake of Te Pihopatanga o
Aotearoa however this will be a shared ministry in terms of accountability
to a common mission of building the Kingdom across Aotearoa.
